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OBITUARY 

Houston, Texas, April 6, 1964 

The Reverend Garrett Webster Prince was born October 14, 1892 of Mr. Samuel and Sarah Prince in the community of Princeville Gonzales, Co. He was the twelfth (12) child born to his happy wedlock, 11 boys and one girl, eight Preachers, two Deacons. He was converted at the early age of twelve and was baptized by Rev. J. H. Kelly who was the Pastor of the Princeville Baptist Church, the first Sunday in June 1904. He worked in the Church and was Clerk of the Church until he was call​ed to preach in 1912. He preached his first Sermon on the second Sunday in April 1912. He was called to the Pastorate of the Gillett Baptist Church, at Gillett, Texas in Sept. 1912. He pastored there one and a half year and was called to The First Church in Nixon, Texas and in Jan. 1913 was called to the Westoff Baptist, Westoff, Texas. He pastored these two Church for two years, and was called to the Pleasant Hill Baptist Church January 1915. He gave up the Church at Nixon and pastored the Church at Westoff, and the Pleasant Hill Baptist Church at Schulenburg, Texas. He was called to St. Matthews Baptist Church in Houston in 1918. He gave up the Church at Westoff and took charge of the St. Matthews Baptist and the Pleasant Hill Baptist Church, Schulenburg, Texas, in 1919. In November 1920 he was called to the Second Baptist Church in May​wood, Illinois. He pastored in Illinois for 12 years, during which time he pastored The First Baptist Church, Metropolis; The Rock Hill Baptist Church, Carbondale, III and the New Hope Baptist Church in Chicago. In 1931 he was called to the St. John Baptist Church in Colorado, Springs, Colorado. In 1935 he was called to the St. Luke Baptist Church in Detroit, Michigan. In 1940 on the last Monday night of June he was called to Mt. Olive Baptist Church, 3112 Dallas Ave., Houston, Texas. He took charge of the Church as Pastor on the 4th Sunday in Sept. 1940. After clearing all debts up but one, which was $2,200.00 (two thousand two hundred dollars) he started out to repair the Church and organize the Church, the Church only had 35 members, but in one year's pastorate he had taken in two hundred members. Each year he, through the help of God and the faithful members of the Church, took in one hun​dred members or over. He was firm but to know him and to understand him, was to love him. There were only four Auxiliaries in the Church: 

The Sunday school, Senior Mission, Senior Usher Board and B.Y.P.U. Under his leadership he organized 17 other Auxiliaries, all of which have done a great and outstanding work. He was allied with all denominational work, state and national work. God blessed him with several gifts, a good preacher, teacher and singer. He was known throughout America.

In 1965 in the month of February he lead the Church members into the idea of purchasing a church at 3515 Yellowstone Road in Foster Place at a cost of $42,152.72, which made his congregation very happy and, they began work as never before. During his ministry he baptized over 3,000, and to the Churches over 6,000, making a total of 9,000 added. 


In 1915 he met and married Mrs. Clara and Stegal and to that union was born two children. 


On Dec. 10, 1971 he married his present wife, Mrs. N. M. Griffin. He leaves to mourn, a devoted wife, Mrs. Nella M. Prince; two children, Mary Ellen Prince Deshay and Samuel Webster Prince; and brother, Rev. Adolf Prince of San Antonio, Texas; three grandchildren, four great grandchildren, and a host of nieces, nephews and friends.
