
DEATH OF REV. PINKNEY A. PRINCE 

End Comes to the Noted Pastor in Fort Worth, Texas, Monday Morning, February 8th 

DECEASED WAS ONE OF THE WELL KNOWN PRINCE BROTHERS-CAME TO FORT WORTH IN SEARCH OF BETTER HEALTH

Fort Worth, Texas, February 8-(Special)-Rev: Pinkney A. Prince, passed away in this city early this morning after an illness covering a period of more than a year. His wife, Mrs. C. M. Prince, several of his brothers and a large number of the members of the family and intimate friends were present at the passing. Notices were sent to the representatives of the Convention of which he was a member, scattered throughout the United States, with a request that they notify other friends. 

Rev. Mr. Prince was a brother to Drs. S. R. Prince of this city, G. L. Prince of Den​ver, Boston J. Prince of Cleveland, Ohio, Garrett Prince of La Grange and John Prince of this state. He had several other brothers whose names your correspondent did not get. He also had a sister residing in Missouri. He was the son of "Mother Prince," who was the best-known woman in the National Baptist Convention or in the Texas Baptist Convention during her lifetime. He had pastored since his early manhood, hav​ing entered into religious work before he was twenty years old. For more than fifteen years he pastored at Italy, Texas. His health broke down while in this line of work, and he spent almost a year out in Denver during the residence in that city of the late Dr. Over. He improved rapidly, and was called to pastor a church at Maywood, Illinois. His health continued to improve, and he became more active in his ministerial duties. He was then called to the Morning Star Baptist Church in Chicago. Taking charge of that congregation he brought them forward through his pastoral ability and his organizing efforts, to be one of the leading churches in the Windy City. He was known as a finan​cier of church obligations. Early last spring his health began to decline, he went back to Denver, where he spent several months with a hope of "coming back." He didn’t improve as rapidly as his physician thought, so he went back to Chicago, entered the St. Luke Hospital, where he received the best medical attention. It was thought then by his physician that it would be better to go back to Texas or to some climate where they have sunshine in the winter. He selected Fort Worth, coming here in the fall of the year, and was thought to be improving until two weeks ago, when a change for the worst was noticeable. 

His brothers and near relatives were summoned and came immediately, but he con​stantly grew worse and finally passed into the great beyond. Funeral services were to be held at eleven o'clock Thursday morning, from the Mt. Pisgah Baptist Church, pastored by Rev. Samuel R. Prince, who is the president of the Baptist General Convention of Texas.

Remains Taken to Chicago from Texas 

SERVICES HELD AT MORNING STAR BAPTIST CHURCH-INTERMENT AT PARIS, ILLINOIS

Chicago, Ill. (Special) Pinkney A Prince, A. M., D. D’s remains were brought back to this city last Saturday. He passed away in Fort Worth, Texas. His widow ac​companied by her brother-in-law; S. R. Prince, made the sad lonesome journey to the "Windy City" in order that the congregation, membership and officers of Morning Star might view the remains, and sorrow at the bier of their beloved former pastor and leader. 

The funeral services held in the church Saturday morning at ten o'clock were brief. 

It was the request of the physician of Mrs. Prince and the advice of the family, that because of the strain under which she had labored for some time, it would be best to not prolong the services. Pathetic scenes were noticeable as these services progressed, and it was known that there were hundreds of aching hearts in the audience, because of the many briny tears visible in the faces of the membership also well as intimate friends who came for the occasion. 

"It was impossible, said the master of ceremonies, to read all the letters and tele- 

  -grams, hence, they were requested to be published for the benefit of those who could not attend. The body was taken to Paris, Illinois, the home of Mrs. Prince, where it was in​terred Monday afternoon. All day Sunday friends continued to bring, send and dispatch their sympathy. At the eleven o'clock services Sunday morning It was a veritable memo​rial exercises, and Dr. S. R. Prince of Fort Worth, Texas" a brother of the deceased, delivered the morning sermon; Dr. Boston J. Prince, another brother of the deceased from Cleveland, Ohio, appeared on Sunday night, Dr. Garrett Prince, another brother of the deceased, from Colorado Springs, came over. A sister of the deceased from Mis​souri was there. The father-in-law and mother-in-law of the deceased bore up their grieving daughter with their comforting words. 

Henry Allen Boyd of Nashville came up to be in the services. Morning Star Church edifice was in deep mourning from the time he passed a week prior to the funeral, and will remain in the state of mourning for more than thirty days.
